PINOTAGE

Cinsault, or Cinsaut, is a red grape variety with high heat tolerance and potentially high yields. It is widely 
grown in the south of France, commonly used in blends and to make rosé. In Chile and South Africa, old 

vines of this workhorse grape have been repurposed to make light wines with floral, spicy red berry flavors 

and low tannins.

Pinotage was developed in South Africa in 1925. It is a cross of Pinot Noir and Cinsaut, which was known 

as Hermitage at the time. This modern version is from Abrie Beeslar, whose Kanonkop Pinotage is the 

benchmark for the variety.

“Super Tuscans” are 

different from other Tuscan wines (like Chianti and Brunello), because they usually involve wine grapes 

that are not indigenous to Italy.

Leaving grapes on the vine longer raises the sugar content. Yeast can only convert so much of this to 

alcohol, so these are lovely, lusciously sweet wines without the concentration and intensity of the desiccated 

styles.

All fortified selections come in a 3oz pour. 

Stopping fermentation early by adding more alcohol is a classic method used in Port, Sherry, Madeira, and 

others. This makes for a very rich style of dessert wine that is powerful and intense.

Reducing water content in the grapes is a way to boost the sugar content. This can done by drying the 

grapes, picking them while they are frozen, or letting them become affected by Noble Rot. The result is a 

much richer, succulent style of sweet wine.
