SUPER TUSCANS

Italy

There are very traditional wines in the world that follow very specific rules, like Bordeaux and 
Châteauneuf-du-Pape. But sometimes producers don't want to follow the rules! They instead choose to 
blend non-traditional wines purely for the sake of making something unique and delicious. “Super 
Tuscans” are different from other Tuscan wines (like Chianti and Brunello), because they usually involve 
wine grapes that are not indigenous to Italy. Many of these wines come from Bolgheri, on the Tuscan 
coast.		

The United States has been producing Sangiovese wines since the late 1800s when Italian immigrants 
brought the grape to Baja Mexico, California, and Washington. American Sangiovese delivers explosive 
flavors of black raspberries, floral herbs, sandalwood, and mocha, with brisk acidity and softer tannins 
that its Italian relatives.

This can done by drying the 
grapes, picking them while they are frozen, or letting them become affected by Noble Rot. The result is a 
much richer, succulent style of sweet wine.

Leaving grapes on the vine longer raises the sugar content. Yeast can only convert so much of this to 
alcohol, so these are lovely, lusciously sweet wines without the concentration and intensity of the 
desiccated styles.
