	Steps Required to Complete Task1: Pre-planning
	Hazard Associated with Step1: Lack of awareness of hazards, lack of training, incorrect tools, equipment, and PPE for the task. 
	Required Actions to Eliminate or Control the Hazard1: Confirm that all participating workers have the required training and certifications for the tools and equipment being utilized.  Survey the work area and identify any potential hazards
	Person Responsible for Action1: Huddle Leader
	Steps Required to Complete Task2: Inspect all tools and equipment which will be used for the task
	Hazard Associated with Step2: Personal injury due to lack of familiarty, training, or faulty equipment.
	Required Actions to Eliminate or Control the Hazard2: Inspect all tools and equipment. 
Provide and inspect all PPE including but not limited to Hard Hat, Safety Glasses (or Face Shield), Gloves.   All PPE should be worn for the duration of this task.
	Person Responsible for Action2: All
	Steps Required to Complete Task3: Carrying the material needed to the desired location 


	Hazard Associated with Step3: Pulled muscle, cut hands.

	Required Actions to Eliminate or Control the Hazard3: Each worker should survey their body while warming up with a 5 minute Stretch & Flex.  
Make note of any problem areas, soreness, tight muscles, etc. 
Proper lifting and moving techniques (carts, wire trees, etc).
	Person Responsible for Action3: All
	Steps Required to Complete Task4: Pulling the wire or conductors  


	Hazard Associated with Step4: Fall Hazard, pulled muscle, pinching and cutting of hands 


	Required Actions to Eliminate or Control the Hazard4: Proper hand placement.
Do not overreach or hyper-extend while installing the cable.
Do not come into contact with the sharp edges, especially with unprotected areas of the body.
