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Ida Ekblad er en av Norges mest anerkjente samtidskunstnere, og
PIKE LAGGER | OVNEN er hennes storste utstilling i Skandinavia.
For Kunstnernes Hus har Ekblad laget en omfattende installasjon
av nye malerier og skulpturarbeider.

Utstillingens tittel, PIKE LEGGER | OVNEN, viser til Edvard Munchs
maleri av samme navn fra 1883.* Munchs bilde forestiller en
tjenestepike som fyrer opp en jernovn fra 1800-tallet. Motivet
inspirerte Ekblad til & lage en serie skulpturer til den vestlige
overlyssalen («Host») pa Kunstnernes Hus. | Norge var stope-
jernsovner en livsnedvendighet, som ogséa ble brukt til & spre mytiske,
kongelige eller religiose billedmotiver. Slik fikk disse innpass i vanlige
folks hjem. Ekblad bruker denne ikonografiske funksjonen som en
inngangsportal til hennes eget billedunivers.

De svarte og smale jernskulpturene varierer i heyde, men pipene
strekker seg opp til glasstaket og vises frem i en minimalistisk
oppstilling som gjer at nyttegjenstandene fremstar som abstraksjoner
av seg selv. P& ovnene har Ekblad utformet forseggjorte relieffplater,
fotter og piper med silhuetter, tegninger og mystiske formuleringer.
Disse kunstneriske grepene kaster tilskueren ut i Ekblads univers hvor
hverdagens poesi blir forvandlet til den intense overdadigheten som
kjennetegner kunstnerskapet hennes.

Som
kunstneren selv sier, «er det gjerne i bakspeilet man finner futurismen
ved det hele». Ekblad plyndrer ikke bare sitt eget maleriarkiv, hun
bruker ogsé omfattende kildematerialer i kunsten sin. | tillegg til
historiske kulturgjenstander inspireres hun av tekstiler, surrealisme,
mangakultur, popkunst, typografi, abstrakt ekspresjonisme, folkekunst,
graffiti, plateomslag og mye mer. | utstillingen blir dette eksplosivt
transformert, som i et malerisk kaleidoskop, presentert i salongstil
hvor veggene dekkes helt opp til himlingen, og skaper en helhetlig
og omsluttende opplevelse.

Med
kunstnerens egne ord ledsages denne opplevelsen av en
fornemmelse av «svidd gummi, jasminblomster, kitt, hasselnotter og
vat grus.

Krutt. Fruktdrops, saftig tang, sprukket stein og bergsmelte. Varme
teglsteiner. Knuste skall. Forferende mokk. Malingsfortynnere.
Sterknet blod. Store, lange, tynne, dede blader. Krem.» Séledes
legger kunstneren opp til en kaotisk sanseopplevelse. Ida Ekblads
kunstneriske virke er en utforskning og en feiring av muligheter, og
snarere enn kvinnen i Munchs maleri er hennes metaforiske «pike» en
sokende figur med en apen fremtid.

KUNSTNERNES HUS
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Ida Ekblad is one of the most recognized Norwegian artists
working today and GIRL FIRES UP STOVE is one of Ekblad’s largest

exhibitions in Scandinavia to date. Her artistic practice comprises
a variety of mediums such as painting, sculpture, performance,
video, record production and poetry. The exhibition presents a

comprehensive installation of new paintings as well as a
substantial series of sculptural works produced for the occasion. A

monumental painted bronze sculpture placed on Kunstnernes Hus’
lawn is a polychromatic landmark in the urban landscape of Oslo.

The title of the exhibition, GIRL FIRES UP STOVE, refers to Edvard

Munch’s painting (Pike leegger i ovnen, 1883).* It depicts a maid in
front of a 19th century iron stove. This motif inspired Ekblad to make
sculptures for the ‘Autumn’ skylight hall of Kunstnernes Hus. In

Norway, cast iron stoves used to be a life necessity. Traditional stoves
had mythical, religious or royal motifs cast onto their sides and Ida
Ekblad uses this democratizing function as a threshold for letting us
into her own pictorial universe.

The slim black iron sculptures have different heights but each
chimney are stretching up towards the glass ceiling. These utility
objects are presented in a serial and minimalistic setup more like
abstractions of themselves. However, the sculptures reveals
elaborated drawings and mystical phrases such as “STRANGE
FREEDOMS SHALL BE SOUGHT”. These catapults the viewer into
Ekblad’s universe in which the everyday poetry turns into the
overload that characterizes her work.

In the opposite room, ‘Spring’ skylight hall, [da Ekblad ‘fires up’ the
space in another way. A detonation of colors and shapes electrifies
the eye. As the artist said, “the futurism of it all is often found in the
rear-view mirror.” Ekblad does not only “shoplift” her own archive -
but she also uses extensive source material for her work. Besides
cultural historical objects and historical painting, her inspiration
includes textiles, surrealism, manga, pop art, typography, abstract
expressionism, folk art, graffiti and record covers. These influences
are transformed into a painterly kaleidoscope. Presented in a salon
style, the room turns into a holistic experience.

One of the key works in this exhibition is STEEL MUTANT SMELTED
GIRL - a new, prominent triptych that can be described as a fever
dream whose oily essence still hovers in the room. Along comes, in
the artist’s word, the taste of “burnt rubber, jasmine flowers, putty,
hazel-nuts and wet gravel. Box-fresh sex-toys. Un-fried bacon.
Chiselled lime. Gun powder. Fruit-lozenges, succulent sea-weed,
cracked stone and liquid rocks. Hot bricks. Crushed shell.
Seductive manure. Paint thinners. Coagulated blood. Big, long, lean,
dead leaves, cream”. Ida Ekblad’s artistic effort is a celebration of
possibilities. Where Edvard Munch’s young maid is seen taking care
of the basic routines in a traditional household, Ida Ekblad’s
metaphorical ‘girl’ is an expansive figure for the future.

Ekblad’s
works are also represented at a number of major international
public collections such as the Centre Pompidou, Paris, Moderna
Museet, Stockholm, Louisiana Museum of Modern Art,
Humlebaek as well as several renowned institutions in the US
and around the world.
