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This project is a fast and fun way of exploring color and value with arrangements of different sized squares of fabric. The squares will be fused and then embellished with buttons, or beads if desired. For this dynamic color scheme, you will choose your first color, find it on a color wheel and then look across the wheel for your second color (this is called a complementary color scheme). If you don’t have a color wheel, you can find on online by searching Google for ‘color wheel images’. A Note to Students: Many students do not realize that once the teacher is paid, the shop offering a class makes little if any income on the class itself. TOOLS/MATERIALS:
· A 10” x 12” pre-quilted ‘background’ panel: A top, batting and backing, layered and quilted in a grid or all-over stippling. Don’t worry if you don’t quilt well, you aren’t going to see much of the quilting anyway. Choose a solid or fabric that ‘reads’ as a solid in a neutral like black, white or gray. The edges should be finished in some fashion: with binding or overcast stitching or even a hand blanket stitching. You can also forego the quilting and use a heavy, stable fabric like denim, canvas or upholstery fabric.
· Fabric pieces or scraps in sizes ranging from 1” to 4” or larger: You will need lots of pieces in a range of tints and shades of the two colors you chose from light to dark and saturated to muted  (note: if you look at the wedges in a color wheel you will see a range of variations on each wedge). Solids or fine textured prints will be best.
· Fabric adhesive: There are two ways to go; you can fuse the pieces in the classic way with fusible web applied to the back of the fabric pieces or you can tack the fabric pieces down with a glue stick (or schoolhouse glue) and then add machine stitching and embroidery, buttons and/or beads to sew them to the background. If you use the fusible web method, it will be more stable but you won’t be able to do hand stitching or embellishment easily. For fusible web, choose a product marketed as ‘Lite’ and bring several sheets or about ½ yard from a roll; if you opt for a glue stick, choose one that says it will work on fabric and is acid free.
· Teflon™ Appliqué pressing sheet: This will protect the iron and board if you are fusing with web adhesive.
· Scissors: for cutting threads, trimming fabric etc. You may want to bring pinking shears if you have them, they can add an interesting texture to the edges of your fabrics.
· Rotary cutter, 6” square cutting ruler and small mat
· Sewing thread: In colors that coordinate and harmonize with the colors of fabric you chose.
· Sewing machine: With an open-toe zig-zag/embroidery foot if you want to play with special stitches.
Optional Supplies: For embellishment only
· Buttons: Bring a variety from small to medium (1” should probably be the largest). Buttons with shanks won’t be suitable, bring ones that have holes for stitching on (two holes or four holes, it doesn’t matter). 
· Beads and/or sequins: You may decide you want to add a little sparkle or glitz to your project.
· Strong hand sewing or beading thread: Hand quilting or beading thread, you can also use a doubled length of polyester thread. The color doesn’t really matter but you may want it to coordinate well with your buttons
· Beading or embellishment needles
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
