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 In the world of fabrics there are two kinds of texture - visual and physical. Visual Texture relates to the design printed onto the fabric, you can’t really feel the difference by touching it, while Physical Texture is tactile. Close your eyes and run your fingers over a piece of velvet and then a piece of denim and you will feel the difference in texture. It also will present a visual contrast with the way that light is absorbed and/or refracted; you can actually see as well as feel the texture. For this project, you will create a panel with the word ‘Texture’ (or any other word you would like to feature) fused and stitched onto it, making the letters from a variety of textured fabric to delight the touch as well as the eye.

A Note to Students: Many students do not realize that once the teacher is paid, the shop offering a class makes little if any income on the class itself. TOOLS/MATERIALS:
· Fabric Fabric for a base panel that measures about 12” x 15”, this can be a regular weight quilter’s cotton or something more exotic like canvas, denim, upholstery fabric, or other heavier fabric. You also need a variety of other fabrics in varying textures for the letters. Pieces measuring 8” square or so will be more than adequate for some letters but larger pieces are needed if you choose my word ‘Texture’. The ‘letter’ fabrics should vary in color and texture but they should contrast adequately from the background panel in color as well as texture. For your letters consider fabrics like canvas, velvet, satin, burlap, nubby yarn-dyes, corduroy, brocade, denim, damask, or upholstery fabrics… choose them based on a variety of contrasting physical textures (keeping color in mind of course). If you don’t have these types of fabric in your collection, I will have plenty to share. TIP: this is a perfect project to use pieces from decorator fabrics sample books if you are one who collects them.
· Embroidery Stabilizer (optional): The firm cut-away type. This will only be necessary if you choose a ighter weight fabric for your background panel.
· Fusible web: one or two pieces of paper backed fusible web the same size as the background fabric (12” x 15”).
· Drawing pencil and eraser: Bring a good white rubber/plastic eraser, do not rely on the one at the end of the pencil; they rough up the paper and wear down too quickly.
· Black ‘Sharpie’® brand pen: The fine point, not the extra fine.
· Freezer paper: About 18” from a roll should be enough.
· Scissors: Fabric scissors that you don’t mind using to cut adhesive/paper backed fabrics with (preferably craft sized).

· Tweezers: optional, but might end up being helpful to make final adjustments to the position of letters prior to fusing them down permanently
· Master pattern: I will bring a pattern for my ‘Texture’ design for each of you but if you want to draft your own word, I can help you with that and will have some large stock graph paper as well. 
· Sewing machine (optional): This will be used to stitch your fused letters down but you may not get to that stage in class so a sewing machine is optional to bring to class. If you bring one, you will need a zig zag foot (preferably open toed) and contrasting thread in your choice of colors.
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
