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This project is a wonderful way to use scenic novelty prints that are beautiful but difficult to use in traditional quilting designs. You will start with a print of your choice and then build a window your chosen architectural style to frame the view.. This goes well beyond the traditional Attic Windows block pattern and will create a lovely wall quilt, pillow, or focal point for a larger quilt project. As an alternative to a commercial scenic print, you could use a photograph of a special place printed on photo-friendly fabric.Please be courteous to others by arriving for class with the correct supplies. A Note to Students: Many students do not realize that once the teacher is paid, the shop offering a class makes little if any income on the class itself. The shop is relying on product sales to continue offering quality classes to you. Therefore, I urge you to patronize this shop when buying your supplies for this class as much as possible and remind you that big chain stores do not offer the variety of classes that the smaller shops do. TOOLS/MATERIALS: Note – some supplies are optional and specific only for certain architectural window styles
· Medium weight tear-away or cut-away stabilizer: A Fat quarter or so to back your ‘wall’ fabric.
· Water soluble stabilizer: A ‘papery’ textured one is preferable to the clear plastic type. You will need at least a paper sheet sized piece, perhaps more. NOTE: This is optional and will be used only if you plan to create ‘mullions’ with satin stitching
· Paper backed fusible web: Steam a Seam, or Heat N’ Bond Lite; you will need this for all window styles.
· Drawing pencil and eraser
· Scissors: Fine bladed ones you don’t mind using on adhesive/paper backed fabrics.
· Fabrics: A fat quarter of a fabric print to be your ‘wall’. This can be any type of print you would like as long as it makes sense as a wall such as wood grain, cobbled stone, or something that reads like wallpaper – something you might expect to see a wall made of.
· Trim for window frame details: These should be plain, solid for fine textured fabrics in colors that contrast well with your scenic print and your ‘wall’ fabric. Some window styles may require 2-3 slightly different colors for inner and outer frame details. 
· Regular and/or decorative threads: In colors of your choice, threads that match your fabric or in contrasting colors that compliment your color scheme if you want to use the stitching as a decorative component.
· Machine Embroidery Hoop: You can probably do without this but it will make the project easier if you will be adding details with satin stitching.
· Focal point scenic: This is where you have two choices based on preference and how you will want to finish your project.
1. A novelty scenic nature/wildlife print: in a size that will ‘show’ well through your window (probably about 5” -6” by 7” - 8” or so will be exposed).
2. A scenic photograph printed onto fabric: Use Printed Treasures™ pre-treated fabric for the best results. Again, choose a photo that will show well as a view in the sizes specified above.
· Rotary cutter, mat and cutting ruler
· Sewing Machine: with open toe zigzag foot and a free motion foot.
· Embellishments: Beads, buttons, bits of lace, motifs cut fussy cut from novelty fabric… these are optional but this project is a fun one to embellish by adding pets, vases of flowers, furniture, or lace curtains – note the kitty I perched on my window sill.
