This Christmas themed wall hanging is foundation pieced in sections and then assembled with sashing and makes a perfect holiday hostess gift. A familiarity with basic foundation piecing techniques is helpful but not necessary for this project as you will learn the method in class. Though the samples shown are in a Christmas theme, the pattern can be rendered in a non-holiday theme if desired.

Tools/Materials:
· Fabric: You will need a variety of colors and textures, even very small scraps can be used for the cabin, stars and trees or choose fat quarters in a variety of colors and textures suitable for the design elements (see the sample at end of the list). Fat quarters will be needed for the sashing and borders. 
· Thread: 100% cotton sewing thread in a neutral color
· Pattern: each student will receive one pattern master and a set of printed foundations but you may want to buy more foundation piecing paper if you want to make additional wall hangings.
· Freezer Paper (optional): The standard kind available at grocery stores in the canning goods department.. This can be helpful if you want to fussy cut fabric for special areas of the pattern.
· Sewing machine with standard accessories
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Extra sewing machine needles: You will be sewing through paper which will dull needles faster than fabric alone.
· Seam ripper
· Scissors: Utility shears for cutting paper and small craft style scissors for trimming seam allowances.
· Cutting mat, rotary cutter and cutting ruler: Choose whatever size you are most comfortable working with.
· Add a Quarter Ruler ® (optional): This is optional but a nice little tool to have to trim seam allowances on foundation paper piecing. A 6” one will be adequate but they also come in 12” size.
