AUDITIONING @ NYCDA

The NYCDA audition process is designed to be supportive and educational - a great place
to learn! Expect some informal discussion about approaching a professional audition.

Dancers should wear their assigned numbers in EVERY class both Saturday and Sunday.

For best visibility, place ONE number on the UPPER body - above the heart. Extra numbers
are included. Additional numbers can be requested at the Registration desk.

Attendance is important in all workshop classes. The Faculty are observing the entire weekend.
The audition consists of combinations taught as part of the NYCDA workshop.

Audition class is only open to auditioning dancers and registered teachers. No parent observers.
Finalists will be selected in each age division - numbers will be announced (no names).
