Nominated for a Tony Award for his role in the 
original Broadway cast of Fosse and deemed a standout in the Tony-Award winning 
production After Midnight, Richardson is highly esteemed by the concert dance and 
American theater community. He appeared in Twyla Tharp’s Broadway production 
Movin’ Out, and had his singing debut in Burt Bacharach’s and Hal David’s The Look 
Of Love, choreographed by Ann Reinking and Scott Ellis.

​Richardson has appeared on celebrated stages across the world, namely The
